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 I have several messages for the residents of West-
over in this issue of the newsletter.  First off, our police have 
noticed groups of young kids trying to open garage doors in 
areas of Hampden Township, although not Westover!!  The 
police speculate that these kids are testing the doors to 
maybe come back later to steal items such as beer, tools and 
the like.  Moral of the story is to keep your garage door 
closed and car locked at all times.  The police cannot stress 
this enough to all the townshipôs residents. 
 
 For new parents, did you know that you can get your 
car childôs seat fitted into your vehicle free of charge by a Car 
Safety Seat Officer (you provide the seat)?  Just call 761-
2609.  Even if you already have a seat and want to get it 
checked out, call the Hampden Police office. 
 
 This is the time of the year when you may see the 
police on bicycles riding through Westover, so give them 
some room when driving by.  Speaking of bicycles, did you 
know it is a law for kids under 12 to wear a helmet?  How-
ever, we recommend that all folks, young and old, wear a 
helmet.    
 
 It is against the law for any kids to ride those electric 
or motorized carts anywhere except your driveway.  There 
have been sightings by residents of Westover of kids riding 
these carts on the street and without helmets.  This is illegal 
and very unsafe for the kids who unknowingly dart into the 
street without being aware of approaching 
vehicles. 
 
 Finally,  if you see anything suspi-
cious or not just right in the neighborhood, 
and want to report it, just call the non-
emergency hot line at 238-9676.  We encour-
age our residents to help be the eyes and 
ears for the police in Westover by contacting 
us.

 The Westover Civic Association has 
received numerous concerns regarding the 
ever expanding population of squirrels in our 
neighborhood.   They seem to be everywhere 
and while some consider them to be a nui-
sance, some are also feeding them as they 
think they are cute.  Westover has explored 
this issue with the Vector Control Department 
at Cumberland County but they do not have a 
program for squirrel control.  There is nothing 
that Westover can do about this perceived 
problem. 
 
 The folks we talked to recommend 
that you do not use any kind of poison as 
these are particularly dangerous to all wildlife 
and for sure shooting them is not allowed in 
the community. 
 
 Call the Cumberland County Vector 
Control office at 240-6349 and ask for John 
Bitner if you would like more information.

 On June 4
th
, Terry Maenza, Manager for External 

Affairs for the Pennsylvania American Water, spoke to the 
Westover Board regarding the status of the water quality in 
Westover.   Terry indicated that the water pressure in West-
over will gradually increase over the next month or so in an 
effort to provide water to the outlying areas of the servicing 
area.   He cautioned that if your washing machine hoses are 
old, you may want to consider replacing them.  You may 
also experience some 
drips from the faucet. 
 
 Terry shared 
some interesting facts 
with the board such as 
the cost of water is about 
a penny per gallon;  there 
is a 1.5 million gallon 
water storage tank in our 
area; our water comes from the Yellow Breeches Creek and 
provides about 8.5 million gallons per day; and there are 50 
local employees of PA American Water.  Terry suggested 
that if any homeowner has additional questions to please

Water Pressure to Increase  

 As part of the annual maintenance to the water sys-
tem, the Pennsylvania American Water Company flushes 
the lines each year.  Recently they were in Westover and 
flushed out the lines.  Too bad it was not the weekend of 
June 7 when we had 90++ degree heat.

 Verizon crews installed underground fiber optic 
cabling recently in anticipation of having a competitive 
product to the current satellite and cable offerings in 
Westover.   The crews did a good job of installing the 
cabling quickly and relatively neatly.  There was an issue 
with some of the ñpotholesò created, however.  The West-
over Civic Associationôs Linda Dalton took charge of this 
project and had the Verizon crew out within three days to 
start work on repairing some of the holes in the neighbor-
hood.   The crews are also repairing the driveways as this 
newsletter goes to press.

 It is that time of year 
when tree branches hang 
very low over the sidewalks 
making it difficult to walk un-
der.  We remind you that 
township law requires 
branches to be trimmed to 8 
feet above the sidewalk 
height.   
 
 Please trim your 
trees to this height to enable 
walkers to avoid poked eyes!  
Remember that the township 
does arrest the tree and put 
the tree in jail!
